William Shakespeare

William Shakespeare was a very clever writer who wrote plays and poems. He lived
hundreds of years ago but people still love and admire his work. Many people think he
was the best writer who has ever lived.

His Life

William Shakespeare was born in 1564 and
baptised on the 26 of April. His father was
called John Shakespeare and he made and
sold leather gloves. His mother was called
Mary Arden and was the daughter of a rich
man. William had two sisters and three
brothers. The family lived in a small market
town called Stratford-upon-Avon.

William got married aged eighteen to a
woman called Anne Hathaway who was eight
years older than him. They had three children
together; a daughter called Susanna and twins
called Judith and Hamnet. Hamnet died when William Shakespeare
he was only eleven years old.

Nobody knows for sure what William did for the seven years after the twins were born.
People call these years ‘The Lost Years’. But people do know that by 1592 he had gone to
live in busy London without his family. He performed as an actor and wrote some plays.
He was also paid to write some poems by a rich man called Henry Wriothesley, who was
the Earl of Southampton. William helped to lead a group of famous actors called ‘The
Lord Chamberlain’s men’. When James the First became the king of England, they
changed their name to ‘The King’s Men’.

People really enjoyed his plays and even the Queen of England asked to see them! His
writing made him rich and he was able to buy a large house called ‘New Place’ for his
family in Stratford. He also had enough money to buy a posh new house in London on a
fancy road called ‘Silver Street’.

In 1611 William moved back to Stratford and spent the rest of his days there until he
died in 1616, aged fifty-two. By the time of his death, he had written thirty-seven plays,
154 short poems and five long poems.

His Plays

Some of William’s plays are happy and funny, and are known as ‘comedies’. Some of
them are sad and violent, and are known as ‘tragedies’. Some of them are about events
from the past and are called ‘histories’.
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Here are some of his plays:

The Comedy of Errors — This is a comedy about two pairs of twins who were separated at
birth. In the play, they all end up in the same town and get very mixed up! At the end
everything is sorted out and everyone is happy.

Romeo and Juliet — This is a tragedy
about Romeo and Juliet, a young man
and woman who love each other. But
they are not supposed to see or marry
each other because their families are

A fighting. They marry in secret but at the
m end of the play they both end up dying.

Romeo and Juliet

Richard the Third — This is a historical play about a nasty man called Richard who desires
to be the king. He makes lots of evil plots and murders many people. At the end of the
play there is a huge battle and Richard is killed.

His Words

William invented many new words and was the first person to write down lots of others.
It is thought he made up over 1,700 of them! Lots of things we say every day were
invented by him. He was very clever with words and people remembered the things he
wrote because he was so good at describing life.

Have you ever heard someone say that ‘love is blind’? What about a joke which starts
‘Knock, knock! Who's there?’? Have you ever heard of someone being sent on a ‘wild-
goose chase’? If you have, then you have heard some of Shakespeare’s writing!

People like what William Shakespeare wrote. He was smart and witty and his stories are
powerful. His words have the ability to either make people laugh or make people cry.

Shakespeare Today

William Shakespeare’s plays and poems are very popular. People still read and enjoy
them today. They are still acted out today and lots of them have been turned into films.
His plays are seen all over the world and actors are always thinking of new ways to
perform them. In Stratford-upon-Avon, Shakespeare’s home town, there is an acting group
called ‘The Royal Shakespeare Company’. Famous actors and actresses come and perform
Shakespeare’s plays with them. William is now world famous. Not bad for the son of a
glove maker from Stratford!

People like to learn about William Shakespeare’s plays and poems. They think about
what he wrote and what his stories say about the world and the way people are. People
try to find out facts about him and think about his life. Now you can too!
